‘Peace cranes’ fly at Brown Church

CONWAY — Unity and world peace.
Those are the comforting goals one

reflects on when seeing the more than
5,000 origami cranes dangling from the
rafters of the Conway Village Congrega-
tional Church.

They were created by church mem-
bers last year, which the Rev. Martell
Spagnolo and his board declared as the
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year of peace for a church known
as “the Brown Church.”

The idea stemmed from an
article the pastor saw about the
paper cranes that are a symbol of
healing in Asia.

“I have my doctorate in reimag-
ining old practices for new rea-
sons, so I thought that it would
be very cool to do this here. So, I
sat with my deacons and we dis-
cussed making cranes as a prayer
practice for world peace.”

Having been an art student,
Spagnolo taught church mem-
bers how to make the cranes.
Some include pictures of figures

Obama, presidential candidate
Hillary Clinton and President-
elect Donald Trump.

The congregation also prayed
for world healing.

“Every week in the church bul-
letin, we put in an area of the
world going through some crisis,
whether it be Aleppo (Syria) or
the earthquakes in central Italy
or whatever the big ticket item of
the week was,” said Spagnolo.

The cranes were created
throughout 2016 with the inten-
tion of hanging them in time for
Christmas. Now that they are up,
the effect has been awe-inspiring
for church-goers and visitors alike.

“Whether for church, or for

people coming into the church
for the Dinner Bell on Mondays
or AA (Alcoholics Anonymous),
people just come in and spend
hours.
